Greeting from Josh Sterling (Director of Coaching)

As we move into Fall we enter into the fall league season
and the thrill of soccer games every weekend for our
younger age groups. Of course, our U15-U18 players are
with their respective High Schools doing battle against
each other on a weekly basis. During this middle phase of
the season it gives our staff a chance to identify soccer
problems on one weekend, work on them for a few
sessions and then see the results and improvement the
next weekend. This format is really the best way for player
and team development and the format most countries use
with their youth. We can only hope and image a day with
regular league games spread out over 8-10 months with a
healthy break between seasons and an additional break in
the middle of the season. We look to, ask and even beg
CYSA, Nor Cal Premier and US Club to somehow
accomplish this like the rest of the world has.

During this Fall league our U9’s are playing 5v5 and U10’s
are playing 8v8 in Region 5 Nor Cal Premier League. The
Ul11-U14 teams remain in CYSA District 5 playing league.
All the leagues have teams as far South as Mill Valley, as
far East as Napa and as far North as Healdsburg (some
age groups Ukiah and Humboldt). Most the age groups are
divided up by level in order to have competitive games
and maximize development.

Right now there is a lot of soccer going on across the
world and it is a really good time to watch high level
soccer.
